Motion:  To retroactively assess eligibility to each student-athlete that participated in a CIS National Curling Championship event since its inception in academic year 2007-2008.

Rationale:  As the first official CIS – CCA Curling Championship was hosted in March 2008 where a CIS banner, medals and other honors and recognitions were provided, participating student-athletes should be retroactively assessed one year of eligibility for participation in each of the 2007-08, 2008-09, 2009-10, and 2010-11 Championships.  This would ensure curling student-athletes do not exceed CIS maximum years restrictions (five years of eligibility) and eliminate the possibility of any curler being recognized as a 6-time All-Canadian or Academic All-Canadian etc.

Institutional Responsibility:  Each institution must submit a Player Participation Declaration for each year that it had a team(s) competing at the CIS Curling National Championship, specifically:

· 2008 – University of Waterloo 
· 2009 – Royal Montreal Curling Club 
· 2010 – University of Alberta
· 2011 – Memorial University

Motion:  To implement this regulation, without exception, in 2012-13.

Rationale:  As referenced in the rationale of the original motion, it is acknowledged that the 2010-11 wording of the regulation provided an unintended benefit for high school students who deferred their high school graduation beyond the expected or normal graduating timeframe of their peers / classmates.  Since it was never intended to provide this benefit, it is fair to remove that benefit and treat all student-athletes in the same manner in this regard.  As such, and in recognition that student-athletes may have made decisions and choices based upon an expectation that they would be eligible for the 2011-12 CIS football season, the regulation will not preclude any individual’s participation in 2011-12.  However, the regulation will take full effect in 2012-13 such that all student-athletes subject to the time-clock will be subject to this regulation, without exception (or grandfathering).

For Additional Clarification:

With respect to the date of implementation and effect (for all men’s team sports), an athlete who participates in a league in 2010-11, which would otherwise be subject to the new professional participation regulations, shall NOT be negatively impacted and shall be eligible for CIS participation in 2011-12, subject to all other regulations.  However, when the regulation takes full effect in 2012-13, athletes who participated in a league in 2011-12 that is subject to the new professional participation rules will be assessed one year of eligibility for that participation and will be required to sit-out one year from their last participation in that league.

For men’s soccer, the proposed rule would fill a gap in what applies to non-North American leagues, and it would provide an age exemption for North American leagues that does not presently exist.
