60.70.2.1
CIS is committed to recognizing outstanding accomplishments which exemplify the ideals and purposes of interuniversity athletics and amateur sport.

The creation of new CIS honours shall rest with the Board of Directors.  Such awards shall be named after outstanding individuals who exemplify the selection criteria of the award. The person who the honour is named after may be selected as the inaugural recipient of the honour.

NAMING OF CIS HONOURS 

Members and/or committees may submit at any time to the Board of Directors selection criteria for the establishment of new awards.  Proposals for the creation of an honour, which is not sport specific in nature, shall include (i) the purpose of the award, (ii) the selection criteria, and (iii) selection process. The proposals shall be reviewed and approved by the Board of Directors.  Submissions may also include a recommendation for naming of the award after a distinguished individual. The Board shall at its discretion accept the proposed name, without activating policy 60.70.2.4, or choose to call for submissions for naming of the award.
